DESCRIPTION

Campus on the Run is a 5K (3.1 mile) road race on the WSU campus, co-sponsored by the Center for Civic Engagement
and University Recreation. Community members are welcome along with students, faculty, spouses, or partners. Both
runners and walkers are encouraged to participate; proceeds will benefit the Montessori School of Pullman.

Eligibility: This event is open to anyone who is 18 years of age or older (current WSU varsity cross-country or track
athletes are not eligible to participate).

Divisions: 18-20, 21-24, 25-34, 35-44, 45-54, 55+ [Male or Female]

REGISTRATION PERIOD

FEBRUARY 2 - MARCH 16 (Late Registration MARCH 17 - MARCH 23)
Registrations must be either postmarked or received by March 16 to qualify for the early registration fee & guarantee a
long-sleeve, Campus on the Run t-shirt. T-shirt sizes are limited, so please check in early to get your preferred size.
Late Registrations will be taken March 17 — 23 at a cost of $19 for SRC Members and $22 for non-members. A t-shirt is
not guaranteed to anyone who registers during late registration or on-site.

The course will start in front of
the Student Recreation Center and end in the tennis court parking lot. The course is 5 kilometers or 3.1 miles.
